♦ At end of parade route please exit South on Lincoln - DO NOT DROP RIDERS OFF ON MAIN STREET! 
♦ We cannot guarantee a specific place for you in parade - numbers are assigned on first come/first 

serve basis - though we do reserve right to not place similar entries next to one another, etc. If you de-
sire to be near front of parade return entry form ASAP and indicate why you need to be near front.
